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1. Introduction and Aims

The Rainbow Multi-Academy Trust aims to build a brighter future together. It puts children
first, looking to provide them with a truly outstanding, inspirational, and inclusive world-
class education.

The Rainbow Multi Academy Trustis committed toworking with owr school families to ensure our pupils
attend school regularly, to make the mast of the education offered to them. Research has shown that
missing schoolcan meana childis lesslikely to achieve good grades, which can have a damaging effect
on their future life chances.

We will strive toworkwith parents and chitdrento remove barriersto attendance toensure all children
can access, participate and engage with their learning.

We recognise that attendance is a matter for the whote Trust community, Our Attendance Policy should
not be viewed inisolation; itis a strand thatrunsthrough all aspects of school improvement, supported
by our policies on safeguarding, prevention of bullying, behaviour and relationships and inctusive
tearning. This policyalso considers the Human Rights Act 1998, the Equality Act 2010 and other relevant

legislation.

2. Legal Framework

Section 7 of the Education Act 1996 places a legal duty on parents/ carers to ensure that children of
compulsory school age receive efficient fulltime education suitable to their age, ability, aptitude and
any special educational needs they may have, either by regular attendance at school or otherwise.

A child is of Compulsory Schoot Age at the beginning of the term following their 5th birthday. A child
ceasesto be of compulsory schoolage on the last Friday in June of the school yearinwhichtheyreach
the age of 16.

The Education (Pupil Registration)} (England) Regulations 2006, as amended by 2016 regulations,
require schools totake an attendance register twice a day, once at the start of the morning session and
then again during the afternoon session. The register must record whether the pupil was:

s Present;

s Absent;

o Present at approved educational activity; or

¢ Unable to attend due to exceptional circumstances.

3. Definitions

For the purpose of this policy, the school defines:

“Absence” as:
+ Asrival at school after the register has closed
s Not attending school for any reason

Regular attendance as:
» Attendance at every session the school is open to pupils unless their ahsence has been
authorised
» Attendance at or above 96% (unless the child has a chronic medical need)
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An “authorised absence” as:
+ Anabsence for sickness for which the school has granted leave
e Medicalordentalappointments which unavoidably fall during schoot time, for which the school
has granted leave
* Religious or cultural observances for which the school has granted leave
« Anabsence due to a family emergency or unavoidable cause

An “unauthorised absence” as:
» Parents keeping children off school unnecessarily or without reason
* Truancy before or during the school day
s Absences which have never been properly explained
¢ Arrival at school after the register has closed
* Shopping, looking after other children or birthdays
¢ Daytrips and holidays in term-time which have not been agreed
* [eaving school for no reason during the day

“Persistent absenteeism” (PA) as:
¢ Missing 10% or more of schooling across the year for any reason
* These absences can be both authorised and unauthorised

“Parent” as:
* Any natural parent, whether married or not
e Any parent who, although not a natural parent, has parental responsibility as defined in the
Children Act {1989) for a child or young person

* Any personwho, although not a natural parent, has care of a child or young person

4, Categorising Absence and Attendance

Nationalcodesareused by all schools to enable them to record and monitor attendance and absence
in a consistent way. These codes ensure that schools comply with the Education Pupil Registration
Regulations.

These codes are split into 4 categories:

* Present

* Absent from school - authorised circumstances
Absent from school — unauthorised circumstances
s Administration Codes

Afull list of codes can be found in appendix A,

Only a school can decide whether to authorise an absence. Please ensure you give a full reason for
absence whenyou contact the school office, notjust “sick™ or “poorly”. Please be aware that reasons
given will be recorded on the school register document.

Each day is made up of 2 sessions - am and pm - and therefore has 2 points at which the code is
recorded.
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Long term health or SEND needs

Some pupils who have tong term physical or mental health or special educational needs or disabilities
may face more complex barriers to attendance and may require additional support.

In developing this support, schoots will work with families to:

- Understand the individuat needs of the pupil and family

- Woarkin partnership with the pupil/family to put in-school support in place

- Work with the local authority and other agencies where external support is needed

- Regularly review and update the support approachto make sure it continuesto meetthe needs
of the pupil.

- Consider adjustments to practice and policies to help meet the needs of pupils who are
struggling to attend school, as well as making formal reasonable adjustments under section 20
of the Equality Act 2010 where a pupil has a disahility. Any adjustments will be agreed in
conjunction with the pupil/parent and regutarly reviewed.

When pupils have an itlness, confirmed by a medical professional, that means they wilt be away from
school long term, where appropriate, the school will do all it can to send material home, so that they
can keep up with school work.

if the absence is likely to continue for an extended period, or be repetitive in nature, the schoot will
contact the local authority support services to see if arrangements can be made for the child to be
given some tuition outside of school.

Medical evidence

Where a pupil’s attendance gives cause for concern, school will follow their escalating approach to
attendance. On occasionthis may involve askingthe parent or carerto provide medical evidence on a
case-by-case; iliness by illness basis. If this evidence is not provided, then the absences will be
recorded as unauthorised.

Reduced timetables

{see SEND policy)
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l.eave of Absence

Since September 2013, changes to Government regulations and guidance means that
Headteachers cannolonger authorise leave of absence forthe sole purpose of a holiday (unless in
exceptional circumstances) - see appendix B,

Altabsences associated with a holiday {(without exceptional circumstance) duringterm time will be
marked as unauthorised within the register.

Any parents known to have removed their child from school for the sole purpose of a holiday may
be referred to the Locat Authority and be issued with a penalty notice fine or referred to the Local
Authority to consider prosecution.

The Rainbow Multi-Academy Trust believes that children need 1o be in school for all sessions so
that they can make the most progress possible. However, we do understand that there are times
where a parent may legitimately request leave of absence for their child due to ‘exceptionat
circumstances.’

Parentswishingto apply forteave of absence during term time must apply in writingtothe Head of
School atteast one month before the planned leave. If awritten request for leave of absenceis not
completed and the leave is taken without a request being submitted, the leave will not be
consideredbythe Head of Schooland it will be marked as unauthorised. Theleave of absence form
is shown in appendix C.

The Headteacher will treat each application individually and may discuss with you the
circumstances of the application hefore a decision is made. Retrospective requests will not be
considered and therefore will result in the absence being categorised as unauthorised. In such
cases the schoot may make a referral tothe Local Authority to request that a penalty noticefineis
issued or consider prosecution.

A penalty notice request or a referral for prosecution may be submitted to the Local Authority if :

+ The parent fails to submit a leave of absence request in advance of taking the leave
» Anapplication for a leave of absence is not agreed by the Headteacher but is still taken.
+ Alonger period of time is taken in excess of the agreed number of days.

When absenceis granted by the Headteacher, the parents willneed to agree a date of return. If a pupit
failstoreturn on the expected date and contactisnot received from, or made withthe parents, school
will seek advice from the Local Authority. This could result in possibie Children Missing from
Education procedures being instigated.

Pupil Absence for the purposes of Religious Observance

The Rainbow Multi-Academy Trust acknowledges the multi-faith nature of British society and
recognises that, on some occasions, religious festivals may fall outside school holiday periods or
woekends andisrecognisedassuch by a relevant religious authority. Where this occurs, the school wilt
consider either authorising the pupil absence or making special leave for religious observance. Parents

are requested to give advance notice to the school,
Gypsy, Roma and Traveller Children Absence

Where a family are travelling out of area for work purposes, schoot will use the code T to record the
absence.
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It is expected that parents will give advance notice to the school of when they are travellingand when
they are expected toreturn.

The T code will only be used if the child has recorded a minimum of 200 sessions attendance atany
schoot within the 12-month rolling period.

Where a childis absent, and thefamily are not travelling the appropriate absence code willbe used in
accordance with the school’s attendance policy.

Wherethere are concerns about attendance the schoot will liaise with the Inclusion Education Welfare
Sewvice in accordance with the "Advice and Guidance for Schools - Gypsy, Roma and Traveller
Children” Document 2019,

Unauthorised Absence

Absencewill not be authorised unless parents have provided a satisfactory explanationandthatithas
been accepted as such by the school. That decision is at the discretion of the Headteacher,

Examples of unsatisfactory explanations include, but are not limited to:

s A pupi’sffamily member’s birthday

¢ Shopping for uniforms/shoes or other items

e Arrangements or appointments for cutting the pupil’s hair

* Closure of a sibling’s school for INSET (or other) purposes

¢ An unwillingness to attend school, or inability to attend owing to inadequate personal/family
organisation

o Arefusalto attend school on health grounds but where the pupil is actually considered well
enough to attend

s Holidays taken without the authorisation of the school

Persistent Absence

A pupil becomes a ‘persistent absentee’ (PA) when their attendance drops to 90% and below for any
reason. Over a full academic yearthiswould be 38 sessions {19 days). Absence at this levelis causing
considerable damage to a child’s educational potential.

The attendance of all pupils at school is monitored to identify children who are PA, or are at risk of
becoming PA. Where emerging concerns are identified we will instigate appropriate and timely
interventions. Referrals may also be made to external agencies for targeted support,

If parents fail to engage with support and their child continues to have unsatisfactory attendance/
punctuality, a request may be made to the Local Authority to pursue legal proceedings eitherthrough a
penalty notice, Education Supervision Order or full prosecution in the Magistrates’ Court.

Parents found guilty in a Magistrates’ Court of failing to secure their child’s regutar attendance at
school under the provisions of the Education Act 1996, will receive a criminal record and a maximum
penaity of up to £1000 fine under a Section 444 (1} offence or up to a £2500 fine and/oruptoa 3
month prison sentence, under a Section 444 (1a) offence.

Lateness to School

All pupits are expectedtoarrive ontime for school every day. The school day begins as perthe academy
webhsite. We advise all parents to ensure their child is on site prior to this as this helps with a smooth
start 1o the school day.
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The school register will be taken at the start of the morning and afternoon session. All pupils arriving
afterthis time arerequired to report to the main office with their parents, who will be expectedto sign
the tate book and provide a reason for their absence. If their arrival is within 10 minutes of the school
register, it will be recorded as late - L code (Late before the close of register).

The schoolregister will officially close 10 minutes after the start of the session. All pupils arrivingon or
afterthistimewilt be marked as having an unauthorised absence for the morning session - U code (Late
afterthe close of register). Thisis categorised as an unauthorised absence forthe session. Parentswill
be contacted to discuss any patterns of late arrival. Repeated arrival after the close of registration will
resultin appropriate interventions beinginstigated and may alsoresult ina penalty notice beingissued
or prosecution.

Please note: L or U codes will be used if a pupil arrives after the close of the afternoonregister for the
PM session,

5. Roles and Responsibilities

The Rainbow Multi-Academy Trust believe that improved school attendance is a responsibility shared
by Trustees, Governors, Trust and school staff, parents, pupils and the wider school community.

» Promote the value and importance of regular school attendance and punctuality

implement the policy

e [nsure that the Regulations and other relevant legislation are complied with

+ Agree school attendance targets and submit these to the Local Authority within the agreed
timescale each year and where appropriate link these to the Performance Management of
Senior Leadership within the school

* Monitorthe school’s attendance and related issues through termly reporting at Board meetings

» Ensure that attendance data is reportedto the Local Authority or Department for Education as
required and on time

¢ Ensurethatthere is a named senior leader to lead on attendance

¢ Ensure that the school has clear systems to report, record and monitor the attendance of all
pupils, including those who are educated off-site.

s Ensure that there are procedures for collecting and analysing attendance data frequently to
identify causes and patterns of absence

» Ensure thatdatais understood and used to devise solutions and to evaluate the effectiveness
of interventions

Members of staff responsible for attendance will work to further developrelationshipswith familiesto
bring about improved attendance, This may involve seeking multi-agency support. The members of
staff responsible for attendance will support good attendance, respond to concerns and promote
improvement in attendance by:

» Ensuring first day calling procedures are adhered to, if a child is absent from school without
contact from parents
e Taking an active lead in delivering whole school initiatives
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» Monitoring and analysing pupil attendance data

» Undertaking attendance meetings with the Designated Safeguarding L.ead and other relevant
staff members as needed

+ Implementing the identified strategies for promoting good whole school attendance

+ Implementing the identified strategies for tackling unsatisfactory attendance

e Managing individual pupil casework files

¢ Coordinating Individual Action Plans for pupils causing concern including the instigationof an
Attendance Support Plan {ASP)

+ Making referrals to appropriate external agencies

The Rainbow Multi-Academy Trust requests that parents:

» Take a positive interest in their child’s work and educational progress

+ Ensure their child has regular attendance at school

» Instil the value of education and regular school attendance within the home envirenment

* Contactthe schoot if their child is absent to let them know the reason why and the expected
date of return, following this with a note wherever possible

+ Avoid unnecessary absences; for example, by making medical and dental appointments for
outside of school hours

e Ask the schoot for help if their child is experiencing difficulties with any aspect of their school
work or home and family life

s Informthe school of any change incircumstancesthatmayimpactontheirchild’s attendance

 Support the schoot by becoming involved in their child’s education, forming a positive
relationship with school and acknowledging the importance of children receiving the same
messages from both school and home

s Maintain effective routines at home to support good attendance

+ Attend all meetings requested to discuss attendance issues

6. Attendance Protocols

if a child is absent, the following will be initiated by the school:

¢ The firstday calling procedures will be activated for all pupils who are not inschoot afterclose
of register and where no reason for absence is known

s If thereis still no contact made from the pupil’s parents, a furthertelephone call home willbe
made again that morning. If no response can be gained, the child’s named emergancy
contact(s) will be telephoned in line with our Missing Child reasonable enquiries process

» |fschool cannotcontact a parent and are concerned about a pupil, a home visitmay be carried
out

+ Schoot will telephone home if a pupil leaves the school without permission

In certain circumstances the school may also:

» Visitthe home of the pupil or request a welfare check to be made by the potice

* Write to the parents of a pupil to highlight attendance or punctuality issues

» Invite parents to discuss how school can support the family to make improvement
s Referto an external agency/ support service to offer support, guidance and advice
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+ Refertothe Local Authority for joint enquiries to be made to establish the whereabouts of the
child through Chitdren Missing Education procedures

» Refertothe Local Authority to considerissuing a penatty notice orto consider prosecution when
all other interventions have failed, or an unauthorised leave of absence has been taken

s« Refer the matter to an appropriate external agency for multi-agency support, such as
implementing a Family Support Plan or referring to Children Services, where there are
safeguarding concerns

Expected absence procedure for parents:
A parent has a tlegal responsibility to ensure that their child attends school regularly.
If a child is unavoidably absent from school parents are expected to:

« Contactschool bytelephone catllon the firstday of absence and each subsequent day, identifying
the reason for absence and the expected date of return
e |f no contact is received, the Attendance protocols above will be instigated
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Children Missing from Education

The Rainbow Multi-Academy Trust acknowledges its responsibility to ensure the safeguarding and
welfare of children is promoted in tine with the “Keeping Children Safe in Education” statutory
guidance.

As a result of this, where a school has made all reasonable attemptsto contact a parent, {as outlined
above), and has been unable to do so, a referral will be made to the Local Authority Children Missing
Education team.

Support Systems

School recognises that poor attendance can be an indication of difficulties in a famity’s life. This may
be related to problems at home and or in school. Parents are encouraged to inform school of any
difficutties or changes in circumstances that may affect their child’s attendance and or behaviourin
school, for example, bereavement, divorce/separation, incidents of domestic abuse. Thiswill help the
school identify any additional support that may be required.

We also recognise that some pupils are more likely to require additional support to attain good
attendance.

The school willimplement a range of strategiesto support improved attendance. Strategies used may
inciude:

Support offered to famities will be child centred and planned in discussion and agreement with both
parents and pupils. Where parents fail or refuse to engage with the support offered and further
unauthorised absence occurs, the Head teacher will consider the use of legal sanctions following
consutiation with the Local Authority.

For all Rainbow Multi-Academy Trust
schools, thisattendancethreshold is set at 96%, in line with national attendance data. In the Autumn
Term, a child’s attendance for the previous academic year wilt be considered before deciding on a
course of action. From January onwards, the decision will be based on attendance data from the
current academic year.
